Some people are street smart, others book smart, 
and then there is life smart – people like Dr.

for our patients, not just a treatment option. If we don’t have 
the answer, we try to find someone who does or we learn it 
ourselves,” Dr. Palic added.

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MUSHROOM, BISON OR BEEF, AND BACON STEW 

INGREDIENTS - Serves 8
• 6 strips thick-cut bacon, cut into 1” pieces
• 3 Tbsp vegetable oil, divided
• 2 lbs assorted mushrooms, thickly sliced – white, shiitake, 

cremini, baby bellas, and as a treat, oyster (added in the last 
hour of cooking)

• 2 1/2 tsp kosher salt, divided
• 1 tsp pepper
• 2 lbs bison/beef chuck, cut into 1 ½” pieces
• 3 Tbsp flour
• 1 tsp dried thyme
• 1/2 tsp ground allspice
• 3 Tbsp tomato paste
• 2 - 3 bottles (12 oz each) brown, amber, or bock-style ale
• 1 cup beef broth
• 6 shallots, peeled and separated into lobes (or 1/3 wedges)
• 1 small bag of baby carrots
• 1/2 pound baby Gold potatoes, halved lengthwise

WHAT’S COOKING IN SINGLETREE

PREPARATION 
1. Cook bacon in a heavy 5 – 6 quart skillet over medium 

heat. Transfer bacon to a large bowl. Pour off all but 1 
Tbsp bacon fat from the skillet, add 1 Tbsp oil, and cook 
mushrooms until beginning to crisp on the edges, about 
10 minutes; transfer to a second bowl.

2. Dry bison or beef on paper towels, if wet, then season 
with 1 tsp salt and the pepper. Add another 1 Tbsp oil to 
the pot. Brown the meat over medium heat on all sides 
(in batches if necessary) for about 10 minutes or less. 
Add beef to the bacon.

3. Add the remaining 1 Tbsp oil and flour to the pot. Cook 
over medium heat, stirring often, until flour is a shade 
darker. Stir in the remaining 1 1/2 tsp salt, thyme, allspice, 
and tomato paste. Pour in ale and broth; scrape up any 
browned bits from the bottom of the pot. Add reserved 
beef and bacon and accumulated juices. Bring to a boil, 
then reduce heat to maintain a gentle simmer, covered.

4. Simmer, stirring occasionally, for 1 1/2 hours. 
5. Add shallots, mushrooms, potatoes, and carrots to beef 

and simmer, covered, 30 minutes to 1 hour, or until the 
carrots are tender.
